• They must also be known to be of good character.

Interested persons should complete the prescribed form to which they must 
attach official evidence of their academic performance. 
Completed Application forms may be returned as indicated on the form itself. 
 
Closing Date: 
All applications must be received before or on the last day of October 2008.  
Any application that comes in after this date will not be considered.
